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From 6 June 2020, the Chief Police Officer (CPO) can apply to the ACT Civil and Administrative Tribunal (ACAT) to cancel a construction industry or liquor licence or permit.
The application is made under:

· Section 66 of the Constructions Occupation (Licensing) Act 2004; or

· Section 187I of the Liquor Act 2010.
Before an application for a cancellation order is made

At least 2 days before a cancellation application is made, the CPO must notify the Constructions Occupations Registrar or Commissioner for Fair Trading of the CPO’s intention to apply for the order.
How to apply for a cancellation order
To apply to ACAT, the CPO needs to:

· complete the Application for disciplinary action form [PDF 103 KB] 
· attach any relevant documents 

· lodge the application form at ACAT

· give a copy of the application to the licensee or permit-holder.
How to apply to revoke the cancellation order

A person can apply to ACAT to revoke a cancellation order. To do this:

· complete an Application for interim or other orders form [PDF 56KB]

· use the details of the relevant ACAT cancellation application, such as the file number and party names
· tell us why you say the cancellation order should be revoked

· attach any relevant documents 

· lodge the application form at ACAT.

ACAT will serve the revocation application on the parties and let the parties know next steps.
Hearings and outcomes
ACAT will let the parties know how a cancellation application or revocation application will progress, including the hearing date and time.
If ACAT makes a cancellation order, the CPO must also give a copy of that order to either:
· the Constructions Occupation Registrar, or
· the Commissioner for Fair Trading. 
How to make an application about intelligence information

The CPO may apply to ACAT to rely on criminal intelligence information in support of the cancellation application.

To do this, the CPO needs to:

· complete an Application for interim or other orders form [PDF 56KB]

· attach to the application the information the CPO says is criminal intelligence
· lodge the form and attachments at ACAT, in an envelope marked ‘confidential’, for the attention of the ACAT Registrar.

The application in relation to criminal intelligence must not be served on anyone, unless ACAT orders otherwise.

After ACAT has been given the application, we will advise of next steps.
